Eligibility: — The main Championships are open to all boys and girls in Hampshire who
were under 19 years of age on 1% September 2010 and who are in full-time education
in the current academic year. However, Players over 16 before 01.09.95 will be
ineligible to be considered for the U16 Championships.

Maximum Handicap: - Boys 12 and girls 24. Official club handicaps dated within 14
days must be present on the day of the competition. The size of the field is restricted,
so higher handicaps may be balloted out.

Start times: - these will be allocated and each competitor will be notified after the
closing date of the competition.

In all matters relating to these competitions, the decision of the Committee of the
Hampshire Schools Golf Association shall be final.

Entry Fee: - £20 per player (to include lunch)
